Sweden is said to be one of the most livable countries in the world. In 2020, it secured the top position in the global
ranking of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) announced by the Social Development Solution Network (SDSN). The
country has garnered significant attention for its efforts in environmental policies and environmental education.
Particularly, Sweden is recognized for addressing the challenges of sustainability in the global environment, embracing
diversity in areas such as biodiversity and multicultural society, and being known as a high-welfare, high-tax nation. The
distinctive features of Swedish society, including respect for individual rights, gender equality, and a consciousness of
cherishing the natural environment, contribute to its unique character. In this class, we will explore the relationship
between Swedish society and education from various perspectives.

Various aspects of Swedish society will be introduced with a focus on their relationship with the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). The class will be conducted in English, but we will use a lot of visual materials, and for
difficult words, Japanese translations will also be provided. This makes the class accessible to anyone, regardless of
their English proficiency. Each session, questions will be posed related to the class content, and you are expected to
provide answers in English within the specified deadline.

(1) Orientation (Miyazaki, Asano)
Introducing the key features of Sweden and providing an overview of what kind of country it is. Then, we will explain
how the lesson will be conducted.

[2] What Kind of Country is Sweden?
(2) Politics and Economy of Sweden (lju)
Learning about the political and economic structure of Sweden.

(3) Swedish Cities and Lifestyle (Lena Lindahl)
Discussing the characteristics of society seen in urban planning and architecture, learning through a Zoom interview.

[3] Social Diversity in Sweden
(4) Immigration and Welfare Policies in Sweden (Mori)
Examining Sweden's immigration and welfare policies.

(5) Gender in Sweden (Shimasaki)
Studying gender equality in Sweden, a country known for its equal treatment of men and women.

(6) Educational Initiatives for Immigrants (Veronique Simon)
Introduction of Uppsala City's efforts including a Zoom discussion with Veronique Simon from Uppsala University.

(7) 1st Group Work (Miyazaki, Asano)
We will form groups based on topics of interest and have discussions about the tasks.

[4] Environmental Policies in Sweden
(8) Global Environmental Issues and Sweden (Miyazaki)
Global environmental issues will be introduced and we will learn about Sweden's response, comparing it with Japan's
approach.

(9) Environmental Policies in Sweden (Ao)
Discussing Sweden's initiatives in addressing various environmental issues, including global warming, and reflecting on
sustainable practices.

(10) Uppsala City's Environmental Initiatives and Internationalism (Carl Lindberg)
Introduction of Uppsala City's efforts towards the environment, including a Zoom discussion with Vice Mayor Carl
Lindberg.
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[5] Education in Sweden
(11) Sweden's Childcare and Education System (Asano)
Exploring the education system implemented in Sweden, comparing it with Japan, and showcasing examples that
promote sustainability.

(12) Insights from Swedish School Settings (Sara Sameri)
A report from Sara Sameri, a primary school teacher and former JWU exchange student, sharing experiences from the
local school scene.

(13) 2nd Group Work (Miyazaki, Asano)
Reviewing the previous sessions and preparing for presentations in English with assigned themes in groups.

(14) Group Presentations (Miyazaki, Asano)
Each group presents their assigned theme in English.

A. Face-to-face Classes

The class will be conducted in-person.

At the end of each class, we will present questions about the topics covered during that session. Before the next class,
students have to write their thoughts in English, ranging from 50 yo 100 words, individually.

We will provide supplementary materials during the class. Students will utilize these for previewing and reviewing
purposes. Additionally, research related topics according to your interests. These study activities will require
approximately 60 hours.

Undergraduate

https://www.jwu.ac.jp/unv/about/information/ct6r0e000000afr0-att/syllabus DP code unv.pdf
Graduate

https://www.jwu.ac.jp/unv/about/information/ct6r0e000000d6gg-att/syllabus DP_code grd.pdf

In 2025, classes will be held face-to-face classes as a general rule (with the exception of some distance learning

subjects).

Face-to-face classes and distance learning (live classes and movie based classes ) will be divided as follows.

Face-to-face classes

All classes other than those classified as distance learning (if it is deemed to have the same educational effect as face-

to-face classes, up to 1/3 of the classes may be held as interactive distance learning using Zoom, manaba, etc. by

stating this in the syllabus in advance.)

Live Classes (Real Time)...Classrooms will be allocated in the same way as face-to-face classes, with days and times set.

Live classes subjects using Zoom, etc. (if it is deemed to have the same educational effect as face-to-face classes, up to

1/3 of the classes may be held as on-demand only distance learning using manaba, etc. by stating this in the syllabus in

advance.)

Movie Based Classes (On Demand)...On-demand only days and times will be set, and classrooms will not be allocated.
Distance learning subjects using videos and materials distributed via manaba, etc.

- Liberal arts subjects that are not conducted face-to-face (6th period on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Fridays)

- For on-demand subjects other than liberal arts subjects, the 4th and 5th periods on Thursdays will be set aside as on-

demand only times.

(On-demand subjects other than liberal arts subjects can also be held on regular days and periods.)
